6) St. Albert Men’s Master Soccer League (SAMMSL) will adopt the rules (including 

disciplinary measures) utilized by the St. Albert Men’s Master Recreational Soccer   

League with the following additions:

· no off-sides

· when a ball strikes the ceiling netting a throw in will be granted to the opposing team at the point of the ball touching the net.
· 5 yard perimeter will be enforced on free kicks
· a team will consist of 1 goal keeper and seven players
· a player must present his “player card” (issued by SAMMSL) in order to take the playing field. (New players may present their Drivers License in lieu of until such time as new cards are produced by SAMMSL)
· indoor footwear is required i.e. no CLEATS

· substitutions are unlimited and can be made “on the fly”

· uniforms will consist of the St. Albert Men’s Master Recreational Soccer   

League strip
